Columns
The paper should be formatted in 2 columns.

Title
The paper title should have initial capitals, be centred on the page and be emboldened if possible (as for the title of this Instruction Sheet).

Authors
The author names and affiliations should be included after the title and centred. Please leave two clear lines before commencement of the main text. The Corresponding Author should be clearly denoted.

Body Text
The text should be justified if possible. The use of emboldening and italics to highlight section titles or other aspects is at the discretion of the author but preferred styles are included in the template as “EIC_Style”. The text should be formatted in a two column layout.

Figures and Tables
The figures and tables should be inserted in the manuscript at the appropriate positions with captions appearing below the respective entry. There will be no facilities for reproduction in colour. Please ensure that any colour figures remain clear and understandable when reproduced in black and white.

Equations

Equations should be flush left on the page and numbered consecutively in parentheses, flush right.

References

References should be numbered consecutively throughout the text and collected in a bibliographic reference list at the end of the paper. In the text, references are noted by online Arabic numerals in square brackets as in “… previously presented [1, 3-5]”.

Page Numbers
Do not insert page numbers. Please number the original manuscript lightly in pencil on the reverse side of each page in the lower right hand corner.
